The Route

Wraysbury Circular Walk is situated in the south of
the Colne Valley Park. The route passes alongside
the Colne Brook and River Thames, past Wraysbury
Lakes and through the National Trust Ankerwycke
Estate and Wraysbury village.

Wraysbury Lakes

Wraysbury Lakes are man-made, having been
created through the extraction of gravel in the 1950s
and 60s. They have now become an important area
for wildlife, particularly the range and number of
wildfowl including Gadwall, Shoveler, Great Crested
Grebe and Tufted Duck. Some of the lakes have
been designated as part of South West London
Waterbodies Special Protection Area, and are of
European importance for wildlife.

Information for people with disabilities

Most of this walk is along relatively flat ground but
some of the path surfaces can get muddy especially
in the winter months. There are stiles at position 2 on
both sides of the railway crossing and at position 3
where the footpath reaches Staines Road. All stiles
have been removed and replaced with kissing gates
between positions 4 and 7 at Ankerwycke and on the
path to St Andrews Church.
