“Bring your binoculars, take
your time and you will be
rewarded with some excellent
sightings at any time of the
year. Afterwards enjoy a hot
drink and a slice of homemade
cake in the Colne Valley Park
Visitor Centre café.”

Walk through the country park
and over to Denham Quarry to
look for over-wintering wildfowl.

Treecreepers, woodpeckers and
nuthatches feeding around the alder
trees alongside the bridleway.

Dragonflies and grasshoppers in
Misbourne Meadow. Kingfishers
along the River Colne.

Nesting birds including kestrels
which hunt over Misbourne
Meadow.
