Turn left onto
High Street. This is a no through
road — turn right into Braybourne
Close, park on road. Reserve
entrance at the end of cul-de-sac.

By public transport
B Rail/tube: Uxbridge
(15 minute walk).

Listen for chiffchaffs, blackcaps,
wrens and song thrushes. Butter-
flies from April onwards including
speckled woods, orange tips, red
admirals, commas and
brimstones along the main path.

Kingfishers hunt along Frays
River. Look up to see kestrels and
sparrowhawks. If you are quiet,
you might be lucky enough to see
a water vole.
