(A) Black Jack’s Mill is a Victorian property built in 1840 between
the River Colne and the canal. The mill’s presence is mentioned in
the Domesday Book. It has been used as a television location for
many programmes including Dr Who and Midsomer Murders. It is
believed to have acquired its name after a worker who delivered
flour in the 19th century mistreated his donkey so much that the
locals called him “Black tempered Jack”.

(B) In about 1580 Lady Alice Spencer, Dowager Countess of Derby,
married her second husband, Sir Thomas Egerton, the Keeper of
the Great Seal of England, and lived as the Lady of the Manor in
Harefield from 1599 until her death in 1637. In her will Lady Alice
established the Countess of Derby’s Almshouses Charity. This
provided the "hospital” or Aimshouses which still exist for "six poor
women of good character of the Parish".

(C) The Anzac War Graves are in the graveyard of St Mary's Parish
Church which is Harefield's oldest building, dating from medieval
times with alterations in the 1700s and 1800s. The church
cemetery contains the graves of over 100 soldiers of the First
Australian Imperial Force and one nursing sister, most of whom
who died at the nearby Australian Military Harefield Park Hospital
(now Harefield Hospital) after being wounded in World War I. Each
year on Anzac Day a commemoration service is attended by local
dignitaries, representatives from the Australian and New Zealand
governments, local school children and many retired servicemen.
